Consent Agenda
All items under the consent agenda are considered to be routine in nature and will be enacted by one motion.  There will be no separate discussion of these items unless a director or citizen so requests, in which event, the item will be removed from the Consent Agenda and considered on the Regular Agenda, which is another item.  The board of directors, through work sessions, email correspondence and/or other means of communication, has been made aware of all pertinent information regarding items appearing on the consent agenda prior to the Directors Board Meeting.  

A. Board of Directors Minutes of March 20th, 2008 (Recommend that the reading of the minutes of the above mentioned meeting be dispensed with and the minutes approved as printed.)

B. Email vote conducted regarding approving lawn bids:  2 bids were received.  Bid #1 from Bartel’s Landscaping stated “lawn mowing includes all trim work, blowing clippings off sidewalks/streets, etc.  The cost for this service is $200 per mowing.”  Bid #2 from DNL Enterprises, LLC stated “mowing, trimming, blowing off all side walks, fertilization, weed control and trimming of bushes and yard maintenance.  Also includes 1 free aeration and 1 free edging of sidewalks.  Bid was for $2800 per year.”  In light of the fact that OHA paid Bartel’s Landscaping $4,095 and Naturescape $279.20 for the same services in 2007 that DNL is offering for $2800, a motion (Jeff Stromberger) was made to accept the bid from DNL.  The motion was seconded by Hope Chubb and the following voted yes:  April Jackson, Nichole Britnell, and Terry Jackson.  Debbie Gaines did not vote.  Motion carried.  April called David from DNL on Friday, April 11th to award contract.

Hope made a motion to accept the consent agenda. April seconded the motion.  All voted yes.
Action Item:  Terry will contact Bartel’s to let them know that we won’t be using their services.

There are currently 5 homes for sale.

There were 3 homes sold since 4-20-08 – all pending closings.

We had 3 open block captain positions but one has been filled by Brian and Kathy Massy.  There are still two to fill, due to someone moving out of the neighborhood.  Hope will put a notice in the next newsletter.  Sandy Dorrell offered to fill in until we can find someone to take them over.

Regular Agenda

A. Treasurer Update 
We have been in contact with Carin Weiss-Krolikoski, a resident in the neighborhood that had shown interest in the treasurer’s position in the past.  April & Hope will meet with Carin next week to go over the treasurer information.  If she agrees to take it over, we will send out an email to the board members for a vote to have her appointed to the position
B. Neighborhood Watch Update
The block captains met with Dave White from the Bloomington Police Department to talk about starting a neighborhood watch.  The first meeting for the entire subdivision will be on Monday, May 12th at the park.
C. Newsletter Distribution
The May newsletter will be ready by May 1st for block captains to distribute.  We need to remind them not to place the newsletters in mailboxes.
D. American Family Insurance Update
We have decided not to do anything with the insurance at this point due to the vandalism at the park.  We may revisit this in a few months.
E. Park Vandalism
Most of the graffiti has been removed at the park.  Tammy Newhouser and Kathy Massy worked on it with Magic Erasers.  We still need to paint the wooden shed.  We have had reports of junior high age kids hanging out at the park and causing trouble.  They were bullying other kids and using foul language.  One adult stepped in and one of the kids acted like they might hit him.  We need to urge residents to call the police anytime they witness any type of activity that may be a danger to others.
F. Road/Smith Barney Update
It was discovered that our “auction instruments” were not liquid funds, like they were originally described.  We currently have 3 at $25,000 each.  2 are in 28 day funds and 1 is in a 7 day fund.  Our SB representative said he has been trying to sell them, but with no success.  He will continue to put them up for auction every time that they renew.  April will check with him on a regular basis to see what the status is.
There is a Class Action Lawsuit being filed against the parent company of Smith Barney because of these auction instruments.  April contacted our attorney and they said that it wouldn’t hurt to join the suit.  Hope will contact the firm that is filing for additional information.
G. City Road Results
We received a statement back from the City of Bloomington (copies distributed).  At this point, it would be a waste of time to pursue having them take over the roads.  Our roads appear to be in better shape then most of the city owned roads.
