Regular Agenda

A. Financial Account Review 
There were three new accounts set up at the Bank of Illinois.  April and Carin went to Bank of Illinois on Tuesday, June 24th, 2008 to open accounts, deposit dues and moved $40,000 from Smith Barney.
B. Park Vandalism Update
A letter will be sent to the families of the 3 youths that were involved in the fires at the park.  They will be asked to pay for the damages.  April will contact the playground company to get a final bid before the letters are sent out.
Nichole checked on putting cameras in at the park.  There is no remote access so the batteries would need to be changed every few days.  The cost of each camera would be around $350.  It was decided that the board would not pursue at this time due to the cost and time to maintain.

C. Boat Lot
Nichole called approximately 20 companies to get bids to do work on our boat lot.  We received a response back from 4 of them.  April and Terry met with a resident, Bob Burton, who made recommendations and offered to do some of the work for free if the association rented the equipment that he would need.  We need to have weeds removed, cut back the trees and brush line, and rent a box scraper.  The scraper will be used to churn and redistribute the material that is already there.
The bids from Quality Care totaled $2574.34 and then from Nord Tree & F & W combined were $2,476.  The equipment rental will be about $600.  

A resident, David Bair, went to the boat lot and mapped it out and listed all items that were currently stored there.  This should help to determine how the lot is currently being used.

It was also recommended by a resident that we put up a chain with posts so that people will have to move the chain to enter the lot.  A sign will also be posted letting people know that they must register with the board to store anything there.
April made a motion to approve up to $3,500 for the boat lot maintenance.  Carin seconded the motion.  All vote in the affirmative.
D. Annual Picnic
The annual picnic will be help on September 13th beginning at noon.  Nichole will be in charge of getting some games together for kids.  The board members will purchase fried chicken at no cost to the association.  Residents will be asked to bring a side dish or dessert.  RSVPs will be requires so we know how much food to purchase.
E. State Agent
April was notified that we are required to fill out a form and send in a filing fee of $10.00 for our “agent of record”.  This person is the one that receives all of the information from the state in regards to the subdivision.  The person currently listed is the past treasurer, Franco Quatrini.  April presented the option to use an attorney so that information does not inadvertently get lost in the shuffle, with the board changing each year.  She contacted an attorney and he will charge $60.00 to file the paperwork each year.  Hope had a concern that there may be more charges since he will be getting all of the paperwork from the state.  The Dunn Law Office charges $175 an hour for whatever they do.  So this may result in unexpected legal costs.  Other options were reviewed as possibly having the treasurer or other board member be the agent or contacting our accounting firm to see if they would function in this role.  April will contact the accountant to see if this is a possibility.
F. Homes That Need Contacted
The board has received more complaints in regards to (address removed).  The yard is not being mowed and weeds are growing out of control.  There were also more complaints on the house on (address removed) with the foundation issues.
Hope will contact both of the home owners again.

G. Covenant Update
The ballots for the covenant changes are ready to be distributed.  The block captains will start getting them out this weekend.  The board is asking that all ballots be returned by August 10th.  
H. Canine Classic Concern

The board was contacted by the owner of Canine Classic, which backs up to houses on Persimmon.  The owner had concerns that trees had been removed from the out lot, without the permission of the board.  She said they get noise complaints because they have removed the trees, which acted as a buffer before.  She also stated that there have been things placed in the out lot that should not be there since it is subdivision property.

Carin will visit the addresses in question to look at the map and see what has been removed.  The owner is requesting to either plant trees herself of have the residents re-plant the trees that were removed without board approval.
